The Daroll & Dolores Frewing 
Scholarship will be formally presented each year at Bowl Expo. The BPAA 
will pay for travel and hotel expenses for the winner and one parent/
guardian to attend the award ceremony. The selection is based on the 
candidate’s grades, academics, community involvement, letters of 
reference, essay, and video interview.

1. Be in senior year of high school
2. Be a child or grandchild of a BPAA member center owner
3. BPAA member center and associated owner must be in good standing
4. Hold a current GPA of 3.0 or better (based on a 4.0 scale)
5. Provide an official or unofficial school transcript
6. Provide at least two letters of reference (by teacher, principal, employer, etc.)
7. Provide information itemized in Sections A - F below
8. Return ALL completed documents, downloadable video file, and 

application to the International Bowling Hall of Fame and Museum no 
later than April 10th, 2027 (partial or incomplete applications will not be 
accepted).
